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Romana 17.6: <Adesea, crocodilul ajunge pana la o lungime imensa. Oricum, se spune ca in
timpul domniei lui Psammitichus, faraon al Egiptului, acolo a aparut un crocodile de
douazecisicinci de coti lungime si in timpul domniei lui Amasis acolo a aparut unul de
douazecigisase coti si patru palme. Si am auzit ca in Golful Laconia exista mongtrii marini de o
marime enorma [imensa],; tocmai de aceea conform anumitor gramatici, Homer vorbeste de
Lacedemonia cu mongtriii ei marini ** [Il. 2. 581, Od.4.1.]. Si imprejurul Cytherei se spune ca
exista monsgtrii marini si mai mari.

Si Onesicritus si Orthagoras spun ca imprejurul coastei
Gedrosiei ** (aceasta e o parte deloc neglijabila din India) sunt monstrii marini de jumatatea
unei stadii in lungime si atat de puternici sunt, incat cand sufla pe narile lor, adesea arunca un
val din mare la 0 asemenea inaltime incat oameni nestiutori [ignoranti] si neexperimentati il iau
drept o tromba de apa. >.
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
